Computing 
 
In this week’s Compu-
ting lesson in Year 4, we

some Crumbles from the Computing 
hub. We used them to create a simple 
circuit and connected it to 
a micro controller to make 
an LED switch on and ex-
plained what an infinite 
loop does. The children 
were able to create light 
sequences including flash-
ing police car lights and rainbow sequences.
