Year 3 Curriculum

In English this half term, we will be reading and discussing
the story ‘George’'s Marvellous Medicine” by Roald Dahl. We
will discuss descriptive features of text before going on to write
our own pieces of descriptive writing. After that, we base our
writing on Aesop's Fables. which is a book consisting of short
stories with morals.

Within MCIthS, we will be focusing on how to read and write
numbers in numerals and in words. recognise the place value
of each digit in a three digit number, ond add and subtract 3

digit numbers. The children will learn how to solve number problems and practical
oroblems involving these concepts.

In SCi@ﬂC@. our topic is animals including humans. We will be exploring the different
food groups to understand what mokes a healthy and balanced diet

Within DT this term. our topic is textiles. We will learn how to sew using

the running stitch and back stitch. We will then use these new sewing
skills to design. create and evaoluate money containers,

In our "What is a computer?’ unit in Computing. the children will
be exploring inputs and outputs. They will be  using the Makey Makey invention kit to
create different Computer inputs and design. and make  their own games controllers.
Our online safety this half term will look at our acceptable usage policy and remind
us of the importance of our online safety superheroes: Clockwise, Goodall's Good. Mr.

Optetech and Raptious Reporter.

Our PSHE topic this half-term is "We're all stars’. We will be thinking about our

attitudes and personal  goals.




Within RE, our big question this half term is ‘How did Jesus teach his followers to

behave?’. We will be learning about key stories and teachings from the
bible that show how Jesus instructed people how to live and behave.
